About Morrie Turner

In 1965, during the Civil Rights movement, Morrie Turner created the first nationally syndicated and racially integrated comic strip called WEE PALS.  Turner paved the way for several generations of minority cartoonists, including Aaron McGruder creator of the “Boondocks” comic strip.  Today more than 25 million newspaper readers still enjoy the WEE PALS comic strip.  In 1973, his comic strip was adapted to a television cartoon series titled ‘Kid Power’, which aired on ABC Television Network stations across America.

In 2003, the National Cartoonist Society awarded Turner with a Lifetime Achievement Award.  Turner is the first African American given this distinction by the world’s largest and most prestigious organization of professional cartoonists; a milestone in American history!  In 2004, he was bestowed the History Maker Award at the Beverly Hills Hilton Hotel.
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
